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What Can You and Your Students do about Basking Sharks?

1. Biology: Look at the website: The kids’ section has a picture guide, key facts and revolting facts.www.manxbaskingsharkwatch.com 
2. A movie’s worth a thousand words: Show them a video of a real Manx basking shark. 
3. Inspire them! Tell them about local research that is going on and how they can be involved.

4. Computer Skills: Show them how to register on Manx Basking Shark Watch website and how to report their basking shark sightings online, including putting photos on.
5. Hands-on: (a) Activities on MCS website http://www.mcsuk.org/coolseas/home (comb to mimic eating plankton). (b) Use the line drawing and draw a scaled-up 8m long basking shark in chalk on the playground.
6. Give Education packs: these are available at

7. Art: Get them to draw pictures or cartoons of sharks.

8. Maths: Look at results section for use of graphs, tables and maps in real situations.

9. Visiting Speaker: Get Manx Wildlife Trust to do a school talk.

10. Community Involvement: Print off posters from website and get students to distribute them.
